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FEAST OF FAITH 
What Jesus Did, What Jesus Said 
The oldest account of what happened at the Last  
Supper comes to us not from the Gospels but from 

the First Letter of Saint Paul to the Corinthians: “I received from 
the Lord what I also handed on to you, that the Lord Jesus, on 
the night he was handed over, took bread, and, after he had giv-
en thanks, broke it and said, ‘This is my body that is for you. Do 
this in remembrance of me’ ” (11:23–24). In our celebrations of 
the Eucharist, we are obedient to Christ’s command to “do 
this.” The priest, acting in the person of Christ, does what Je-
sus did and says what Jesus said. He takes bread, gives thanks, 
breaks it, and gives it to the Lord’s disciples. He takes wine, 
gives thanks, shares it with us. We believe that the entire Eu-
charistic Prayer is consecratory, but we continue to hold these 
words of Jesus in special reverence. They are called the words 
of consecration, and the elevations of the host and chalice, the 
genuflections of the priest, and the optional ringing of a bell 
and use of incense remind us that we are in the presence of the 
Lord.

St. Augustine -(August 28)               
St. Augustine was born in Algeria on Nov. 
13, 354. He was brought up in early child-
hood as a Christian, but later lived a dissolute 
life of revelry and sin, and soon drifted away 
from the Church. At the age of 19, he went to 

study in Carthage and became well-known in the city for his 
brilliant mind and sought a career as a lawyer. But he also  
discovered and fell in love with philosophy. 
 Augustine was attracted to Manichaeanism during this 
time, after its devotees promised him that they had scientific 
answers to the mystery of nature, could disprove the                
Scriptures, and could explain the problem of evil. Augustine 
became a follower for nine years, learning all there was to 
learn in it before rejecting it as incoherent and fraudulent.  
 In 386, he went to Rome and then Milan where he 
met Saint Ambrose, whose sermons inspired him to look for 
the truth in the faith he had rejected. He was baptized and soon 
after, his mother, Saint Monica, died with the knowledge that 
all she had hoped for in this world had been fulfilled. He then 
returned to his hometown of Tagaste in Africa. He lived for 
God with those who accompanied him, in fasting, prayers, and 
good works, meditating on the law of the Lord. 
 On a visit to Hippo, he was proclaimed priest and 
then bishop against his will. He later accepted it as the will of 
God and spent the rest of his life as the pastor of the North 
African town, where he spent much time refuting the writings 
of heretics. Augustine also wrote, The City of God, against the 
pagans who charged that the fall of the Roman empire, which 
was taking place at the hands of the Vandals, was due to the 
spread of Christianity. He became one of the most significant 
and influential thinkers in the history of the Catholic Church. 
His teachings were the foundation of Christian doctrine for a 
millennium. He died on August 28, 430.
